RE: NOTICE OF A BASIC ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT FOR THE PROPOSED 

DEVELOPMENT OF THE HOLLINGROVE DEVELOPMENT 
 
In accordance with the regulations made in terms of section 24(5) of the National 
Environmental Management Act (107 of 1998), we are required to give written 
notice of a proposed development to the land owners adjacent to the 
development site. Please find herewith a letter of notification for an environmental 
impact assessment process.  
 
Coastal & Environmental Services (CES) have been commissioned to conduct a 
Basic Environmental Assessment for the proposed Hollingrove Development 
which involves the consolidation of Portion 7 of Farm 179, Remainder Portion 1, 
Portion 4 and Portion 5 of Farm 180, Ndlambe Municipality, Division Bathurst.  
 
The development involves the subdivision of the consolidated farm portions as 
per sub-divisional plan 1193/A4 and aims to rezone each erven from Agriculture 
zone I  to Resort zone II . It is proposed to construct six accommodation clusters, 
each with between 3 and 14 units, in various locations on the farm (49 plots and 
2 central lodges in total) (see annexure A for maps showing each cluster). The 
property has an existing game fence and is currently populated with several 
species of buck that have been introduced by the proponent. These are to form 
the central attraction for the owners and private investors alike. The land is 
pristine in some areas, however vast tracts were used for past agricultural 
practices and are recovering, or have recovered, from this. Cluster 3 and 4 will 
have a small central lodge adjacent to the clusters, which will serve as central 
entertainment areas. 
 
This letter serves to inform you of the proposed development. A background 
information document has been attached to this email to provide you with more 
information about the proposed project.
